Challenge 
Provide WiFi service to all camp sites in a  
heavily wooded campground.  The Camp-
ground ISP drop is located at the Campground 
Store which is centrally located near RV 
equipped camp areas.  The Campground is  
oblong in shape, heavily wooded and is situated 
next to a lake.  The Campground is  
approximately 2,100ô long by 500ô wide.  The 
challenge was to provide WiFi signal to  
campers throughout the campground. 
 
Solution 
The Engineering Team at Ohio Mesh Technolo-
gies selected two (2)  SuperAPôsÊ rated at 500 
mW of power.  Also selected were Luxul 10 dbi 
external panel antennaôs  a 70Á X 30Á circular 
pattern.  The power of the Access Point and the 
Antenna Pattern selected provided signal to 
campsites throughout the campground.

The Campground Owner, Mr. Ron Denesuk, 
wanted to offer and advertise WiFi in an effort 
to draw tech-savvy RV guests to his camp-
ground.  Offering a quality signal keeps his 
guests satisfied and the Campground  
competitive. 
 
Mr. Denesuk contacted Ohio Mesh  
Technologies once he discovered that his new 
Linksys 30 mW WRT160n Router with built-in 
antennas would not deliver the type of quality 
signal he desired to his campers located 
throughout the campground. 
 
The Ohio Mesh Engineers completed a site  
survey and based on the findings recom-
mended to Mr. Denesuk that Access Points with 
greater power and external antennaôs would 
provide the type of robust signal needed to 
reach his campground guests in all areas.   
 
The Ohio Mesh Team prepared a proposal us-
ing two  SuperAPÊ 550gôs and two Luxul 70Á X 
30Á Panel Antennas. 
 
The recommendation included strategic  
locations for the Access Points and Antennas. 
 

 
WiFi for the Hospitality Market 
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Antenna selection was critical in 
this solution to ensure ample dbi 
gain and directional robust sig-
nal. 

The selected Luxul Panel An-
tenna is a 10 dbi antenna was 
connected to the Access Point 
using custom cut LMR- 400 an-
tenna cable to preserve the dbi gain. 

The Antennas were mounted at 
opposite ends of the  Camp-
ground Store Building with the 
panels directed towards the 
campsites.  The 70Á X 30Á polari-
zation scheme ensured that the 
signal was controlled in a direc-
tion that would maximize the de-
livery of WiFi to the desired areas 
of coverage throughout the campground. 

 

Access Point selection was equally as impor-
tant the Antenna selection to provide adequate 
power and speed of internet delivery.  The Ohio 
Mesh Team selected the  Networks Model 550g 
SuperAPÊ which provided ample power, au-
thentication and future growth. 
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The  550g 802.11 b/g compliant 
SuperAPÊ is designed for a  
myriad of applications to include 
outdoor environments.  This  
Access Point is rugged and 
comes standard with PoE.  This 
unit can be used as a repeater 
and/or in a mesh environment. 
 

   Standard are multiple security 
features to include authentica-
tion, MAC based access control, 
64/128 bit RC4 WEP, WPA and 
WPA2. 
 
The  SuperAPÊ is one of the 
most versatile and powerful Ac-
cess Points available on the  
market today!
